The Herbert L. Baer Prize


The Honors Tutorial College is pleased to announce the sixteenth
annual Herbert L. Baer Prize Competition.  The prize was established in honor of an Honors Tutorial College alumnus, Dr. Herbert L. Baer, who was very interested in research and work that bridged traditional disciplinary boundaries, particularly those involving mathematics in some way.  The award is designed to recognize excellence and achievement in multi-or trans-disciplinary thinking.


The $1000 prize will be awarded to a selected undergraduate student at Ohio University, based on an essay submitted to the Honors Tutorial College.

Application Process:  Students interested in competing for the Herbert L. Baer Prize should submit an original essay or article (published or unpublished) directly to the Honors Tutorial College.  The only requirement is that they involve multi-or trans-disciplinary work.  Examples of suitable subject matter could include: application of novel statistical tools in psychology, or the economics of chemical engineering, or applications of chaos theory to literary analysis.  These are just examples; the emphasis should be to bridge traditional disciplinary boundaries with creative thinking.


A cover sheet and an endorsement by a full-time faculty member at Ohio University must accompany the essays/articles.  Cover sheets and endorsement forms are available below and on the Honors Tutorial College web site: www.ohio.edu/honors under “Breaking News.” Essays must be in 12 point font, double spaced and not exceed 10 pages.  Four copies of the essay with the aforementioned forms should be submitted to the Honors Tutorial College, 35 Park Place, Athens, OH 45701  no later than 5 p.m. on Friday, April 27, 2012.  Essays not meeting the font and length requirement and/or received after the deadline will not be considered.
Selection Process:  The essay will be read and evaluated by a three-judge panel selected by the Honors Tutorial College.  The Honors Tutorial College will announce the winner of the $1000 prize at the end of spring quarter. The prize will be awarded in early July.
Eligibility:  Any fulltime undergraduate student at Ohio University is eligible for this award.  An endorsement by a fulltime faculty member at Ohio University must accompany the essay.
